Dan Insurance - Out of Country Trips 
 
All individuals scuba diving on a CFPD sanctioned  “out of country”  trip shall possess   
 
Dan insurance or  comparable dive insurance from a nationally recognized insurance  
 
provider.  Diver shall provide a copy of insurance to the trip coordinator with their initial trip deposit.      
 
 
 
Lobstering /Spear fishing Limits 
 
All individuals hunting on a CFPD sanctioned dive outing shall possess the appropriate  
 
fishing license and specialty stamps and be familiar with and abide by all regulations  
 
regarding size and number limits of their catch.  
 
 
Trip Approval 
 
All CFPD sanctioned scuba diving trips must first be presented to the dive chairman.  The dive chairman  
 
will review the proposal, discuss any items with the trip coordinator, and finally present all legal contracts  
 
to the board for their approval and signature.  The trip coordinator will be present at the board meeting to  
 
assist in the trip presentation..

As promised, the conditions could not have been better.  No long goat ride, 3” seas, very 
good vis and the temp wasn’t too bad.
