Nekton Diving Liveaboard Trip June 10-17

Since we are going on a trip in June with Nekton Diving Cruises, I thought it would be interesting to give
you a little background and history of the Nekton ship.

Nekton Diving Cruises was founded and is owned by John Dixon, a military brat who designed surfboards out
of doors early in his career. John is an ocean engineer who graduated from FIT in Melbourne. John's wife
Lynn grew up in West Palm Beach and accepted John's proposal while diving at a depth of 60 feet (the dia-
mond appeared 25% larger). During his career, John was associated with the salvage of the Challenger af-
ter the disaster in 1986. John first became acquainted with the SWATH (small water plane area twin hull)
technology that is the basis for the Nekton fleet while on a project for the department of interior in Ha-
waii. During that time, while working with an underwater speaker system, a large storm approached the
ship. While John wanted everything lashed down and secured, the crew was not concerned about the
storm. After the storm passed with little damage to the equipment, John realized the technology was very
secure.

Nekton derives its name from one of three classes of marine animals:

Benthos which means bottom dwellers, Plankton which means floaters, and Nekton which means able to con-
trol speed and direction. Whale names such as Pilot and Rorqual refer to the largest of the Nekton classi-
fication.

John started construction of the Nekton Pilot in 1993 and first launched the ship in 1994. The Rorqual
followed in 2001 shortly after the 911 tragedy. Since first launching in 1994, the Pilot has been surprised
by Wyland the artist joining them on a Hunchback whale trip to the Dominican Republic and a swarm of
bees (thousands) that took over the sun deck. The Nekton ships have only cancelled a total of seven (7)
cruises over the years due to hurricanes and stormy weather. Nekton ships do not offer fishing or shark
feed dives. If you drink, bring your own bottle and remember, your first drink is your last dive of the
day.

Approximately 40'x80' the Nekton Pilot has three decks with a hydraulic diving platform that allows you to
walk into the ocean. Set up your gear at a station on the first day and you're done until it's time to pack
up. Each cabin has its own restroom with shower. The dive deck also has two showers and warm towels
are available as you come out of the water. The sun deck provides lounge chairs, shade cover with tables
and chairs and a hot tub to relax when you're done diving. A spacious lounge and large dining area offer all
the comforts of home. The cuisine is good basic fare, deliciously prepared.

All in all, most people who have had the pleasure agree that liveaboard diving is the penultimate way to en-
Joy the sport of diving. Personally, I feel the Nekton Pilot is one of the best choices for liveaboards and I
think everyone on the trip is in for a memorable experience. Oh, and watch this space next year for an-
other exciting adventure to the Cayman Islands.
